Artwork Eligibility

Accepted mediawill include: Acrylic, Charcoal, Collage, China Painting, Mosaic,
Qil, Original Needlework, Textile Art, Pastel, Pen & Ink, Pencil, Photography,
Pottery, Sculpture, Tempera, Watercolor, Woodturning, and Woodcarving.

No prints of original artwork will be accepted. (This restriction does not pertain to
photography.) Basic artwork shall not exceed 36" X 48" total framed size. Miniature
shall not exceed 10” X 12" total framed size. Digitally manipulated photographic
images should be entered as art, not photography.

Each hanging entry must be dry and suitably framed with wire hangers

(NO SAWTOOTH HANGERS) or it will not be hung. China painted plateswill
be accepted on plate stands or suitably framed for hanging. Student entries need
not be framed but MUST HAVE SUITABLE HANGERS. Final decision for
hanging artwork will rest with the MAA check-in committee. You must list
approximate width and height for each entry on registration form.

Artistsare not allowed to display personal business cards with their art.

Divisions

ADULT DIVISION: Persons eighteen years or older may submit atotal of eight (8)
entries (4 basic and 4 miniatures). Entries must not have been previously exhibited at
the Mandan Art Show. Up to four (4) basic pieces may be entered at $5 each. Up to
four (4) miniatures may be entered at $3 each.

STUDENT DIVISION: Studentsin grades four (4) through twelve (12) may submit
atotal of two entries not previoudy exhibited at the Mandan Art Show. The fee for
each entry will be $2.00. Art instructor s bringing mor e than 10 pieces ar e respon-
sibleto help hang those entries.

Receiving and Reclaiming Artwork

Artwork will be accepted from 12:00 noon to 7:00 PM on Thursday, April 8, at the
Mandan Community Center. LATE ENTRIESWILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
Artwork will be released to the owners beginning at 4:00 PM on Sunday, April 26.
NO ARTWORK WILL BE RELEASED EARLY . Entries must be cleared with
personnel at the checkout counter prior to removal from the show. All numbers, tags
and ribbons are to remain affixed to items for duration of show. Written permission
allowing your artwork to be claimed by another party is requested. Out of town pur-
chasers who are unable to claim their purchased artwork on Sunday may remove it at
the time of purchase. The artist will then be allowed to substitute a replacement piece.

Security will be provided each day for the protection of your artwork.

However, the Mandan Art Association does not insure individual works of art and
does not assume liability for any damage to individual works of art. It isstrongly
recommended that the artists provide their own insurance coverage for their
artwork.
